Granger Angus is located 25 miles South of 
Great Falls, on a North facing slope. We get a 
lot of snow and ample moisture. The snow piles 
into drifts that last through May so our cattle 
need to be deep and thick, big-boned and easy 
fleshing, as they winter in summer country 
with lots of wind. The nasty winter conditions 
give way to some of Montana's best grass 
land. Our cattle share this land with elk, deer, 
mountain lion, black bear, wolves and bobcats. 
This is great sharp tail grouse country.

Beth and I have enjoyed the cattle business 
for 44 years. In 1995, we began our registered 
herd from Ray Van Dykes Pride cow family. 
The spring of 2021 was our 27th year using 
embryo transfer after many other years with 
A.I. Like everyone, we strive to create the 
perfect cow for our environment using all 
current technology and data such as Angus GS 
or 50k. But in the end, choosing genetics to use 
phenotype is still the top priority and then that 
cow and that calf need to prove themselves by 
performing or they are out.

For over 20 years, we have marketed some 
of our bull calves through the Midland Bull 
Test. Being able to compare our bulls to 700 
others from around the country has been 
rewarding and very educational. We have now 
sold bulls to buyers in 19 different states and 
twice been awarded Midland's World Champion 
Performance Pen of Three.

Treasure Test in Great Falls is another test 
we use and have been happy with the results 
from this local market. We also market around 
20 yearling bulls private treaty.

On display will be sons of Granger Black Eagle 
822, Sitz Resilient, Sterling Pacific, Granger 
Stockman LC, and various others. Also on 
display will be the dams of these bulls and our 
bred heifers, plus four one-year-old daughters 
from our flush from one of our donors, Pride 
3039, to Southern Charm.

Our son, Forrest, and his wife, Nicole, and 
our granddaughter live 5 miles North and 
have their own cow herd. As we transition our 
enterprise, our herd will calve there in a much 
better winter environment with 2/3 the snow 
and half the wind. Our daughter Rachel has just 
moved from Bozeman, MT, to Austin, Texas.

The 7 Bar Heart Angus herd was established 
in 1986 with the purchase of females from the 
Apex, Westwind and Butte View herds. Other 
foundation cows were purchased from the Sitz, 
Powerline and Cedar Hills Angus Ranches in 
1989. The Swanson, Holden and Sitz families 
supported our efforts and were generous with 
sharing their knowledge and advice, giving 
us an excellent start in the Angus business. 
On their tenth birthday in 2002, Andrew and 
Brandon obtained loans from the USDA Young 
Farmer Program to purchase bred heifers from 
Leachman Angus Ranch, adding new foundation 
cow families to the herd. Top end herd bulls 
from Leachman Angus Ranch and N Bar Land 
and Cattle were crossed on those cows and we 
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were fortunate to be mentored in our genetic 
selections by Les and Jay Leachman and Tom 
Elliott during our growing years. 

Three fundamental tenets anchor the 7 Bar 
Heart program.  First of all, we have built a 
strong cowherd foundation on the genetics of 
Emulation 31, Dynamo, Shoshone, Rito N Bar, 
Rito 707, Band 105, and their descendants. These 
bloodlines have withstood the test of time, are 
highly maternal and are free of the defects 
that have recently plagued the Angus breed. 
Our program operates on the theory that while 
the genetics of any bull are easily available 
through natural service or AI, the very best 
cows are a rare and protected commodity. 
Therefore, our herd bull selections have been 
based on the consistent performance of their 
elite dams and have been chosen from the 
sons of the very best cows from the Leachman 
Angus Ranch, N Bar Land and Cattle and Rollin’ 
Rock herds. These cornerstone genetics have 
been stacked into multiple generations in the 
7 Bar Heart herd and reflect the influence of 
Lass 1004, Blueblood 9532, Jannet 2576, Blackcap 
1096, Erica 0025, Primrose 2424, and Revolution 
Rose 12. They have been crossed with the 
genetics of Power Play, Pine Drive Big Sky, EXT, 
Explorer, Frontline, Dateline, Traveler, Scotch 
Cap, Right Time and Black Cigar. The offspring 
from the cross of our current senior herd 
sires, Leachman Right On (by Right Time) and 
RR Rito Revolution 9581 (by Black Cigar, with 
thanks to Bill Davis and Rollin’ Rock) actually 
number all of these foundation genetics in 
their pedigrees, continuing our philosophy 
into its 29th calf crop. In an era where 50 % 
of all Angus registrations are from AI sires, 
20 % of all Angus registrations are from just 
25 bulls and three major genetic defects have 
been discovered in the breed since 2008, the 
concentration of bloodlines in our industry is 
at critical point and has made it increasingly 
difficult to find such “clean” Angus pedigrees. 
We have never used any Precision 1680 or 
Bando 598 genetics in our herd and credit 
that to our insistence on using the thoroughly 
tested foundation genetics of the Angus breed.

 Next, we maintain a strong record keeping 
program while controlling our product from 
conception to consumption.  We market our 
cattle directly to their endpoint by private 
treaty in all phases of the operation, from 
seedstock (bulls and females) to locker beef, 
with other herd sires sold through test 
stations.  All cattle (replacements, breeding 
bulls and steers) are developed and fed out 
on the ranch.  The steers are killed locally 
and marketed directly as locker beef, allowing 
100% collection of both live performance and 
carcass data.  Aimee, Andrew and Brandon 

have completed the MSU Extension carcass 
grading course and the entire family has 
been extensively involved in the 4-H Meats 
Identification program in order to use our data 
and genetics to raise the best beef possible.  
Utilization of AHIR data to optimize total 
performance and to avoid single trait selection 
has built a cowherd without extremes that 
will function in many environments with 
whole herd average EPDs of BW 2.0 WW 49 
MM 22 YW 87. 7 Bar Heart steers consistently 
produce 650 pound carcasses that grade Choice, 
YG 1-2, BF 0.25 in. at 12-14 months of age, 
without hormonal implants or subtherapeutic 
antibiotics.  We assist our seedstock customers 
with AHIR and BRS data collection in their own 
herds to achieve similar results with 7 Bar 
Heart genetics.

Our third and perhaps most important tenet 
is land stewardship.  All phases of production 
are carried out in keeping with the principles 
of sustainable agriculture.  The ranch is 
managed to maintain the cowherd, wildlife 
and environment in harmonic balance without 
the use of synthetic inputs.  This requires 
extremely efficient cattle to ensure optimal 
usage and conservation of resources while 
increasing stocking rates, enhancing habitat, 
and allowing the livestock to express their full 
genetic potential. Our sons intend to continue 
this philosophy into the next generation.  
They are attending Montana State University, 
Andrew in Animal and Range Science and 
Brandon in Natural Resources and Rangeland 
Ecology. 

7 Bar Heart has won many state and national 
awards for its environmental practices, 
including the Land Stewardship Awards of 
the American Angus Association, Farm Journal 
and AERO.  The family has also been named 
the Montana State University Outstanding 
Agriculturalists of the Year. 

When we first started in the Angus business, 
Jim Turner from Green Valley Angus shared 
a most valuable piece of advice.  He told us, 
”Start with good foundation cows, add the 
best bulls you can find and raise your own 
replacements, because you’ll never be able to 
buy heifers as good as the ones you can raise. 
Remember you’re in it for the long haul and do 
it right from the beginning.”  At 7 Bar Heart we 
will continue to work long into the future to 
raise the right kind of Angus cattle that will 
be both efficient and profitable for cattlemen 
everywhere, in every phase of the industry.

Welcome to the 2021 Montana Angus Tour!

Harrer’s Lost Lake Ranch is found by traveling 
Hwy 80 between Ft. Benton and Geraldine, 
Montana, turning off the highway to the south 
just before the #19 mile marker, then following 
the signs along a gravel road approximately 10 
miles to the ranch buildings.

Lost Lake derives its name from a lake 
located at the bottom of sheer rock cliffs that 
plunge from the surrounding prairie, which 
hide it from all but one view.  Lost Lake Ranch 
headquarters lie adjacent to this lake;  the 
ranch extends from the plains, through the old 
Missouri River breaks, and into the north end 
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of the Highwood Mountains (summer pasture).

J. O. Patterson began this ranch in the late 
1800s, initially raising sheep and later Hereford 
cattle. Lost Lake Ranch headquarters was one 
of Montana's first post offices and there remain 
stagecoach tracks across Lost Lake Ranch land. 
Bill and Dolores Harrer purchased the ranch 
in 1968, transitioning from the Green Meadow 
Ranch in Helena.  The conversion to an all-Black 
Angus ranch ensued.  Initially the emphasis 
was on commercial cattle.

In the early 1990s, Grant and Deanna Harrer 
purchased the cattle and leased the land.  
Conversion to an 80% registered cow/calf 
operation has since occurred … the rest being 
commercial cattle.  The ranch now sports 400 
plus cows.  In addition to the cattle, crops 
include alfalfa/grass/pea/grain hay and some 
wheat, barley, and oats

Jeff Schile (ranch manager) and his wife Kara 
(Davis) Schile joined us in January 2010.  Bill 
remains in an advisory role at 95 years old; 
Dolores passed in June 2021.  

The Angus produced by Lost Lake Ranch 
have been strongly selected for fertility, 
calving ease, explosive growth, carcass quality, 
soundness and disposition.  As a modest sized 
operation, we spend a lot of time with the sale 
bulls; customers very frequently commenting 
on the gentleness of their purchases.

Ox Bow ranch is located alongside Holter Lake 
and the Missouri River, outside of Wolf Creek, 
MT. This is steep and rugged country, with 
low rainfall. This ranch has been raising Angus 
cattle here for over 20 years, with the emphasis 
on maternal strength - fertile, easy fleshing, 
good uddered, and moderate deep bodied, big 
ribbed cattle. Most all of these females go back 
to Emulation Ext and Traveler 6807.

These cattle see plenty of hard days in this 
country, from dry summers to frigid cold 
winters. By selecting and culling for only the 

cattle that can perform in this environment, 
they should excel under most range conditions. 
We are asking them to do this on predominately 
foothill and mountain grass, with as little 
supplemental protein as possible. We ask them 
to travel long distances over rocky terrain to 
feed and water, maintain pregnancy, and bring 
in a good calf. They are fed hay or supplement 
from the beginning of calling through AI, and 
then turned out. Again we want these cattle to 
be tested on bad days here, so we know they 
will hold up during tough times, where ever 
they may go.

We sell around 100 head of yearling bulls and 
30 selected two-year-olds at the beginning of 
March each year. These are truly the top of 
the bull calves raised here on the ranch. They 
are fed a balanced ration to test performance, 
but not hinder structural growth. All bulls are 
ultra-sounded and go through breeding exams 
before they sell. We continue to develop two-
year-old growth bulls on the ranch, and at each 
year’s sale the heifer bulls will remain the 
majority of yearlings and the majority of the 
growth bulls will be two years of age. Since we 
are aware that accidents happen, we guarantee 
our bulls for the first YEAR. We realize that in a 
lot of areas you may not see all the bulls until 
late fall and they may not be retested until 
winter. This guarantee will cover you because 
we stand behind our cattle!

Flesch Angus started when my grandfather 
Lester bought his first set of Registered Angus 
cows in Canada in 1963. He and my father 
John built a strong set of Angus cattle from 
production sales and dispersal sales from across 
the region.

After moving 
back, Dad turned me loose with the breeding 
decisions and management of the cow herd. 
We implemented a stronger ET and AI program, 
focusing on producing larger sire groups of full 
and half brothers for our production sale but 
most importantly building the cowherd with full 
and half-sisters out of proven cows to move our 
cowherd to the next level.

We have always focused on multi-trait 
selection, selecting cattle that work in our harsh 
environment. Cattle with real world performance 
and solid foundations.  I enjoy looking at cattle. 
I like the females to be feminine, angular, with 
some shape and body. Our customers sell their 
calves by the pound, so performance pays! 
We offer bulls with Power, Performance, and 
Phenotype. 

My father dispersed all of his cows last fall, 
but we were able to buy some of our favorites 
and along with our own cows hope to continue 
Flesch Angus for many more generations.  We 
also run a small herd of Simmentals and my son 
Jagger also has a small herd of Hereford cows.  
We have our production sale the second Friday 
in March so our next upcoming sale will be held 
March 11, 2022.

I hope everyone reading this gets the 
opportunity to go on a tour. They are a blast. 
I believe I offer a unique perspective for the 
Angus breed and the tour participants. In 
my desert environment I receive less than 10 
inches annual precipitation. Drought is common 
– wet years rare. I graze as long as I can and 
try not to feed over 90 days. I start calving 
in April. The cows and heifers calve together 
unassisted on pasture with close to 100% of 
the calves born during the day, with most in 
view of where I fed that morning (coyotes). The 
mature size of my cows isn’t very big, but once 
I stopped concentrating on performance and 
switched my focus to pounds produced per acre 
and profit, it was easy to see the best cows 
and the direction for the future. The smaller 
framed 900 – 1100 pound cow seems to work the 
best in my environment under my management. 
I have practiced line breeding for the last 20 
years. That, along with intense culling for 
mothering ability, hardiness and the removal of 
all cows with “mental” problems have left me 
with a highly intelligent herd with very strong 
herd instincts. I have developed a low input, 
least cost herd that thrives in a challenging 
environment where I focus on profit – not 
performance. Needless to say I am on a 
different road than most of the Angus breed. 
The Associations genetic numbers are nothing 
but junk with very little use in the real world. 
It seems there is no one back in St Jo that 
knows which end of a cow the grass goes in. It 
would help the commercial producer immensely 
if the Board of Directors had to pay for land 
selling steers. In conclusion, It really doesn’t 
matter what I say standing on top of this soap 
box. Seedstock producers chasing numbers and 
pounds have no use for my genetics and the 
people that could really benefit from my cattle 
don’t have the time or money to go on the tour.

Connelly Angus Ranch is located 6 miles north of 

Valier, Montana.  It is operated by Don, Wendy, 
and family. This family run ranching and 
farming operation currently runs 500 registered 
cows, which are the result of 62 years in the 
cattle business.  The farming involves the 
raising of spring wheat, malt barley, alfalfa and 
grass hay.

In 1974, with 250 commercial mother cows, 
Clarence started the registered Angus herd with 
the purchase of 20 bred heifers from Charles 
DeBoo.

Native Aberdeen Angus Cattle
Ark of Taste

Aberdeen Angus is a famous name and it is popular on menus across the world, but few realize 
that most of the time they are eating a cross bred animal at best (they are allowed to be called 
Aberdeen Angus when only sired by a bull, therefore 50% Aberdeen Angus) and black cattle at 
worst (for in USA they only need to be black to qualify for the Certified Angus Beef Scheme). As 
farmers look towards profit and mechanization they select species for larger conformations of cuts 
to the detriment of flavour and texture. The development and cross breeding of the species has 
created a breed that is a shadow of its former self. It could be said that the modern angus is trading 
very much on the reputation built by the original Angus breed. In contrast the original native bred 
Aberdeen Angus is 100% pure bred from heritage, grass fed and traditionally reared beasts with no 
imported bloodlines.

The native bred Aberdeen Angus originated on farms in the Scottish counties of Banff and Angus but 
now in Angus and Borders. The original herd dates back to the 1830’s, with Herd Books dating from 
1860’s. There were nine cow families left when Geordie Soutar rescued them from near extinction. 

Aberdeen Angus is seen as a beef cattle nowadays but was traditionally a smaller, dual-purpose 
beast for both dairy and meat production. Farms used it to give milk for cheese, crowdie and butter. 
The short fibers produce tender meat with a healthy balance of nutrients. More recently the breed 
has been ‘developed’ and most are now American, Canadian, or New-Zealand Aberdeen Angus 
to be bigger animals that grow more quickly, sacrificing the flavours and qualities unique to the 
Scottishs native breed.

There is a risk they will be cross-bred into extinction with the modern Aberdeen Angus to achieve 
bigger faster growing animals. The native bred Aberdeen Angus are famous for surviving on less 
food, having been used to the harsh environment of rugged Scotland. Modern breeds cannot cope 
with this as they are modified for consuming more energy, including fattening on grain, for fast 
growth. There are dedicated farmers who still retain their pure bred herds, there are approximately 
150 to 250 breeding animals left and it is on the Rare Breeds Survival Trust Critical List.

This breed is rich in flavour, with a hint of sweetness from the grass, juicy and with exquisite 
marbling throughout. The breed, feed, flavour and hanging from these traditional methods makes 
for a superb product. It is versatile with all the traditional cuts – slow cooked or grilled, roasted 
or cured, minced or for charcuterie. The smaller conformation allows for a thicker steak with the 
resulting contrast in textures – caramelized outside and buttery, melt-in-the-mouth inside.
